Philipp Yaslar (first violin), Michail Sikorski (second violin), Pavel Kovaluk (viola) and Bolek Blaztsik (cello) for
a reason do call themselves “cabaret-quartet” because not a single work in their performance is complete
without surprise. Hard work is behind each improvisation and for the next fun and unexpected trick stand a
lot of thought. Having traveled all over Europe and having visited America and Japan the musicians proved
that humor is appropriate always and everywhere even on the classical stage.
