The concert of the legendary jazz singer Diana Shuur will be held in the Moscow International House of
Music on February 18, 2019. American jazz singer and pianist, winner of two Grammy awards for aloums
“Timeless”* and “Diane Schuur and The Count Basie Orchestra "*comes again to Moscow to give a one and
only concert.

Considered as one of the most significant and influential musicians of modern jazz Diane Shuur has
performed on many prestigious music venues including Carnegie Hall and the White House toured with
such musicians as Quincy Jones, Dizzy Gillespie, BB King, Stan Goetz, Maynard Ferguson, Ray Charles,
Stevie Wander and many others. As with Stevie Wonder, as a result of retinopathy, Shuur received
blindness in both eyes in the childhood. At the age of two and a half Diana already liked to sing her favorite
songs, beat out rhythm with spoons and forks, and parents encouraged their daughter’s creativity.

Shuur gained the real fame at the age of 16, when saxophonist Stan Goetz heard the song “Amazing
Grace” * performed by Diana and in 1979 invited her to jazz festival in Monterey. Thirty-five years later in
2014 Diana released a disc titled “I Remember You (With Love To Stan and Frank)” *, dedicating it to her
own official debut and two main mentors: Frank Sinatra and Stan Getz. In 1982 Goetz invited Diana to
perform together at the White House. Later in 1987 Nancy Reagan invited Shuur to visit the President
residence again but already as a part of orchestra of Count Basie. Diana was one of the privileged musical
guests invited to perform for Stevie Wander at the Kennedy Center when he received his prestigious award.

The first lines of the most influential world music charts, more than twenty successful albums, five Grammy
nominations with two times being the winner of it and amazing music circled almost every corner of our
planet - all this is an outstanding career of brilliant and gorgeous Diana Shuur, which lasts for more than
thirty years. In February 2019 a beautiful voice of Diana will be sounded on the stage of the Svetlanov Hall
in the House of Music in Moscow!
